They 
must work in these brick kilns all their lives unless somebody pays for their family 
to be set free.

Protect them from being burnt by the fires and ovens. Give them strength to 
carry the very heavy loads needed to make the bricks. Stop the owners of the 
brick kilns from hitting and hurting them. Give them proper food to eat and fresh 
water to drink. Let them get good and safe rest. Touch people’s hearts to pay for 
these families to be set free. In Jesus’ name! Amen.

Praise You that Wang Qiang has been set free from prison in China. 
Thank You that his children have their Dad back at home and for the
